Project Stats

This 600,000-square-foot retail center with lifestyle
center amenities offers a variety of opportunities

for tenants, including department stores, home
improvement centers, electronic stores, restaurants,
small shops and a theater. The initial phase of
Shoppes at Dawley Farm will total approximately 70
acres. A second phase will include an additional 30
acres, making the total retail development 100 acres.
